NOTES FROM THE LOFT
Eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
August 6, 2017

Next Sunday the Church celebrates the
TRANSFIGURATION of Christ. This year the fixed
date for the feast - the sixth of August - falls on a
Sunday. The account of the event recorded in St.
Matthew’s Gospel —usually proclaimed during Lent
-will be read for the second time this Church year.

Although it may not be apparent at first
glance, the Gospel and the First Reading from the
prophet, Daniel, are actually related; the title SON
OF MAN appearing in both. The Book of Daniel is
catagorized as ‘apocalyptic’ literature, from the
Greek for ‘revelation’. (Similarly, the “Book of
Revelation”, the last book of the Bible, written by St.
John, is also called the “Apocalypse”.)

A prophet is by definition one who speaks
for God. He can also reveal future events if
delegated by God to do so. In his vision, Daniel is
speaking ‘apocalyptically’. Verses 1-8 (not in
Missalette) describe four fierce and foul beasts - a
winged lion; a ferocious bear; a winged leopard and
a hideous, unidentifiable creature with “iron teeth”
and “bronze claws”. These creatures represent the
rise to power of four pagan kingdoms: Babylon,
Media, Persia and finally, the empire of Alexander
the Great.

Daniel’s vision continues: “As | watched...the
Ancient One took His throne...(his) clothing...bright
as snow...hair white as wool...” Then “One like a
SON OF MAN...received dominion, glory and
kingship...that shall not be destroyed.” Scripture
scholars suggest this figure could represent the
Messiah or even the Church. In the Gospel, Jesus
is transfigured: his face shone like the sun...clothes
white as light. He refers to Himself as the SON OF
MAN who will rise from the dead!

IMMORTAL, INVISIBLE GOD, ONLY WISE # 557
describes God as the “Ancient of Days”. Echoing the
First Reading, He is attended by myriads of angels. Itis
set to a 19 century Welsh tune, the “St. Denio”. Two
contemporary pieces by priest musicians around out the
Choir's Mass next Sunday. O BEAUTY, EVER ANCIENT
# 510 by Dominican Father, Robert O’Connor sets St.
Augustine’s famous prayer to music, its refrain praising
God'’s “Beauty, ever ancient” TRANSFIGURATION #130
is a majestic, contemporary piece by Paulist Father,
Ricky Manalo.

EVERY MEMBER IS A MINISTER:

THE GROUPS OF ASSUMPTION SERIES
Assumption is blessed by many groups,
devotions and ministries. This week we focus on
the Cenacle:

The Cenacle is
properly known as The
Marion Movement of Priests.
Its primary existence is to
pray for priests and all future
priests.

There  are  three
commitments which
characterize the spirituality of
the Marion Movement of
Priests; 1) Consecration of the Immaculate Heart of
Mary 2) unity with the Pope and with the church
united to him and 3) the leading of the faithful to a life
of entrustment to our Lady. The first cenacle of
prayer for priests and the faithful took place in 1974.
These cenacles gradually spread throughout Europe
and the world.

The cenacle follows a weekly format
consisting of the consecration, the rosary and
readings from the Marion Book of Priests. These
readings were received by Fr. Gobbi thru locutions
(expressions or phrases) from our Blessed Mother
for many years. Several editions of this book have
been printed but are now out of print. The last book
was printed in 1998 after our Lady told Fr. Gobbi she
would no longer be giving him messages.

The Assumption cenacle was started many
years ago by John and Carmen Hammond; former
parishioners of our church. They held weekly
meetings at their home until the rectory library was
offered as a new meeting place. Recently the
cenacle was moved into the house next to the rectory
in order to start renovations for the new adoration
chapel.

During the year masses are offered for
deceased and living members of the cenacle, and
when possible the cenacle will donate to different
cases that come up or to charities to aid in disasters.

Also, on first Saturdays of the month
members observe a fifteen-minute silent meditation
as asked for by our Lady. The silent meditation is on
the first three mysteries of the rosary. The cenacle is
open to new members and meets on Saturdays after
the 9a.m. mass.
